 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1SGMTB MINOR POLICY-

1) All individuals under the age of 18 who wish to volunteer must be accompanied by a “responsible adult”. The ratio of responsible adults to minors shall be no greater than 1:6 (1 adult for every 6 minors max). SGMTB DOES NOT take responsibility for the safety of minors on the trail. The safety of minors on the trail is the responsibility of the responsible adult. Those minors who attend any SGMTB event without the requisite responsible adult SHALL be turned away from the event.

2) Responsible adult means an individual whom the parents of minors has chosen to take responsibility for their children and who accepts the responsibility for the minors in his/her charge. Responsible adult means one who MUST have-

-organized the minors for the event*, 

-arranged for roundtrip transportation from home to the work site (not just to Gateway)

-obtained the consent of parents (in whatever form the responsible parent feels appropriate)

-has parental contact information/forms** and who, preferably

-has medical authorizations forms** on each minor that gives him/her responsibility to make decisions relative to emergency medical treatment and information relative to chronic medical illnesses and prescribed medications. 

Further, the responsible adult MUST accompany the minors under his supervision on the trail and personally care for and oversee same minors throughout the day in an attempt to keep his minors safe at all times.

*organized the event- means that the adult leader must insure that all minors come prepared to work the entire day, that all minors have the proper clothing and footwear, that all minors have brought with them all materials including first aid, clothing, food and water they need for the work day and that all minors arrive on time. SGMTB has the final word on appropriate attire; if SGMTB feels that attire is potentially unsafe, it has the right to reject a minor from the day’s work.

**SGMTB does NOT distribute consent or medical forms. The SGMTB does NOT review what forms, consents, or information that the responsible adult has obtained on each minor. The extent of forms, consents and information is the sole responsibility of the responsible adult to obtain and to possess, to the extent that both the responsible adult and the parents are satisfied.

3) It is the preference of the SGMTB that a parent accompany each minor and that the parent takes enough interest in the activity to work alongside the minor.
